Each John Wayne Centennial Vaquero .45 Colt is specially serialized by the factory 
with the prefix JW. The deep blued polished frame, cylinder and barrel are tastefully 
embellished with scrollwork. The loading gate, recoil shield and back strap are also 
beautifully enhanced. John Wayne’s signature in 24kt gold decorates the barrel. 
The uniquely checkered walnut grip panels display a carved JW.
